Title:  Climate Change, Sustainable Economic Development and Trade 

Policy  Challenge:  It is broadly understood and  accepted that it is now critical to address the challenges of climate  change.  Policy makers will need rigorous analytical frameworks against  which to develop policies to mitigate climate change and its  causes (including deforestation ) .  These will have  significant economic, social and trade impacts, both positive and negative.   Policy makers need to align environmental, social  and  economic development and trade policies. 

Expected Outcomes: Influence  economic and social policy making to mitigate climate change while helping to  prevent the emergence of environmentally-damaging practises and trade-distorting  barriers to international trade. 

OECD  Role: The OECD can undertake cross-cutting  analyses of the policy linkages around climate change, including the drivers of  environmentally-harmful practises, and explore the interaction between the  multilateral trading system and international climate change mitigation  agreements.
